If your name appears on a web roster you have a confirmed spot in the 2009 TripleEDGE Summer League. We are 
looking forward to a great season of lacrosse. We appreciate all the support we have received from the lacrosse 
community.

Review your schedule very closely. TripleEDGE sponsors only game sessions-- no practices. 
 

ONLY REGISTERED PLAYERS MAY PARTICIPATE IN LEAGUE PLAY – NO EXCEPTIONS. 
 

It is very important that you arrive at least 30 minutes early for your first game. There will be a check-in tent 
where you will receive your game jersey. If you miss your first game you will get your jersey at the first game 
you attend. 
 
Throughout the season, PLEASE show up at least 15 minutes before your scheduled game times. All players MUST 
check-in prior to EVERY game. ALL games WILL start and end on time.  
 
ALL games feature certified officials. ALL players are guaranteed quality playing time. ALL teams will be 
supervised by adult coaches and TripleEDGE field supervisors. Our field staff will be wearing clearly identifiable 
staff shirts. 
  

Communicate with US: If you EVER have any comments or concerns about playing time, coach’s behavior, 
referees etc, PLEASE speak to a TripleEDGE staff member! Field Directors will be wearing staff polo shirts 
 

• Equipment: All Players must provide and wear their own equipment. (see details in the rules below) 
TripleEDGE DOES NOT rent equipment for league play We do provide goalie equipment on every field. 

 

Referees and field staff will not allow you to play without all of the proper equipment. 
 

• Jerseys: You will be issued a TripleEDGE team jersey which is yours to keep. Remember to bring your 
jersey with you to EVERY game – We will not provide extra jerseys. 

• Shoes: Players may wear cleats and or tennis/basketball shoes at ALL game sites.  

• Water: Players should bring their own water and ice in a plastic water bottle. 
 

• Spectators: SAFETY FIRST – Family and friends are welcome to attend games. Please be very careful and 
alert when entering any game sites. Some game site entrances are behind the game goals. Wait for a 
stop in the action BEFORE entering or leaving a game site. Spectators are required to sit on the sideline 
across from the team benches and at least 5 yards from the sideline. Thank you in advance for your 
cooperation.

TripleEDGE REFUND POLICY 
 (Agreed to by all registrants) 

 
NO TELEPHONE REFUND REQUESTS WILL BE HONORED For ANY PROGRAMS 
We accept ONLY written refund requests for all programs. 
 
All requests must be received prior to the participant’s first scheduled game and are subject to a $35 administration fee.  
No refunds or pro-rated refunds will be issued once the season begins including but not limited to sickness, injury or inability 
to participate in the league due to schedule conflicts.

The request MUST include: 

• the child’s full name  
• the league Location (MD, Dulles, Fairfax) 
• The Division for which he/she is registered.

Please allow 10 to 14 business days for refunds to be processed. Refunds will be in the form of a check minus any appropriate 
administration fees.  
 
We have scheduled an eight game season. In the event of weather related cancellations we will make every effort to make 
up missed games. However, ultimate game scheduling is dependent on several factors, a number of which are beyond the 
control of TripleEDGE Lacrosse.

We are aware that families may have conflicts during the season with camps, vacations, and other activities. If you miss a 
game(s) due to conflicts - REGISTERED PLAYERS are welcome to show up early or stick around after your scheduled game and 
play in multiple games on the nights you do attend.

TripleEDGE Lacrosse League Rules and Refund Policy 
Our league is designed to improve each player’s lacrosse game skills.  

Each player WILL receive equal playing time. 
  

• BE READY TO PLAY -- Game clock starts at scheduled game time.  
• Full field lacrosse – We play by the National Federation of High School (NFHS) rules. Youth divisions will 

play NVYLL modified NFHS rules. 

• FIGHTING WILL NOT BE TOLERATED!!  If you START a fight or RETALIATE you will BE EJECTED FROM 
THE LEAGUE--NO WARNINGS, WITH NO REFUNDS.  

• Unsportsmanlike Conduct (taunting, cursing, or disrespect shown to players or game officials) will not 
be tolerated. Disciplinary action is at the discretion of game official and TripleEDGE field staff and could 
result in suspension or ejection from a game or the league.  

• FACE-OFFS (boys) / Draws (girls). There will be a Face-off / Draw to begin each half and after each 
goal. (Youth Divisions: “Mercy Rule” team losing by 5 goals takes the ball at midfield)  

• EQUIPMENT All personal equipment rules are in effect for the League, including a MOUTHPIECE, legal 
stick, a NOCSAE approved helmet with 4-point chinstrap, shoulder pads, arm pads (goalies according to 
age group options) and gloves. Check your equipment BEFORE you leave for your games.  

      Girls A MOUTHPIECE, mandatory protective eyewear, and a legal stick.
